Entries must include a photograph or written documentation for points to be awarded. Only the following are accepted.

1 A photograph of your motorcycle containing a government or public building with the name of the city or town,
such as post offices, police stations, schools, libraries, etc. even a city limits sign will work.

A note signed and dated by either the State or Assistant State Ambassador, a Chapter/Assistant Chapter Director,
stating that you rode to the June 2009 MO WOW State Rally.

A photograph of you and/or your motorcycle showing that you rode to the July 2009 WOW International Ride-In.
A photograph of you and/or your motorcycle showing that you rode to the 2009 Fall Foliage Ride.

You must be included in at least 10 photographs.

A copy of signed documentation indicating that you have completed a certified motorcycle safety class.

A copy of either a Chapter or Statewide newsletter containing an article of 500 words or more.

Verification of a cover photograph or article printed in the “"Women On Wheels® magazine.

You must ride your motorcycle to each destination.
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Names of the top two winners in each category (Life, Support, Child) will be published in the Missouri Women on
Wheels® newsletter (“inMOtion"). Digital photographs or disk, or film prints are acceptable. Photographs must qualify as
outlined above to be eligible for points.
